NORMS AND PROCEDURE FOR GRANTING CONTINUATION OF
AFFILIATION TO THE COURSES OF STUDY CONDUCTED AT THE
AFFILIATED COLLEGE/INSTITUTE, DIRECTION, 2016,

{issued under Section 14(8) of the Maharashtra Universities Act, 1994.)

Whereas, the Maharashtra Universities Act 1994, i1.e. Maharashtra Act
No., XXXV of 1994, (hereinafter referred to as the Act) has come into force
with effect from 215t July 1994 which has been made applicable to the
university;
AND
Whereas, procedure for granting affiliation is provided under section
83 of the Act;
AND
Whereas, sub-section (7) of section 83 of the Act provides that the
procedure referred to in sub-sections (1) to (4) of the said section shall
apply, muatatis-mutandis, for the consideration of continuation of
aifiliation, from time to time,
AND
Whereas, for granting continuation of affiliation to the courses of
study conducted at an affiliated college / institute, the Academic Council
shall have to cause an inguiry by a committee constituted for the purpose
oy it which is provided under sub-section (2} of section 83 of the Act,

AND



Whereas, as provided under sub-section (3) of section 83 of the Act,
the Academic Council shall have the power to take decision for granting
continuation of affiliation to the college /institute based on the following
nnes:-

Whether continuation of affiliation should be granted or rejected,

b) Whether continuation of affiliation should be granted in whole or part,

¢ Subjects, courses of study, the number of students to be admitted,
and

dj Conditions, if any, which may be stipulated while granting or for

granting the continuation of affiliation,
AND
Whereas, the procedure for constitution of an inquiry committee
visiting the college / institute, evaluation report to be prepared and
submitted by the said inquiry committee to the university, and
comprehensive norms for granting continuation of affiliation, are to he
prescribed
AND
Whereas, the norms and procedure for granting continuation of
affiliation to college/institute 1s a subject matter of the statute as provided
under sub-section (10) of section 51 of the Act,
AND
Whereas, no statute is in existence prescribing norms and procedure
for granting continuation of affiliation to the courses of study in college/
institute in the university,
AND
Whereas, the committee consisting of co-ordinators of all faculties in
the university has prepared the draft proforma of evaluation report of 200
marks in place of 100 marks for submitting the report incorporating the
recommendation [or granting continuation of affiliation to the courses of
astudy conducted at affillated college/institute and the committee further
prepared draft rules for completing the process of granting continuation of
affiliation to the courses of study in the stipulated period,

Whereas, the report of the above mentioned committee has been

approved by the Vice-Chancellor under provisionn of sub-section {7) of
section 14 of the Act, on behalf of the Academic Council on 7-11-2016;
AND

Whereas, the matter involved in the report of the abovesaid committee
of all co-ordinators of the faculties i1 the university is required to be
implemented urgently for granting continuation of affiliation to the courses
ol study conductied at affiliated college/ institute,

AND

Whereas, preparing statute to regulate the matter relating to the
norms and procedure for granting continuation of affiliation to the courses

of study conducted at an affiliated college/institute, i1s time-consuming
process.

Now, therefore, [, Dr. Siddarthavinayak P. Kane, Vice-Chancellor,
Rashtrasant Tukadoji Maharaj Nagpur University, Nagpur, in exercise of the
powers vested in me under provision of sub-section (8) of section 14 of the
Maharashtra Universities Act, 1994, do hereby issue following Directions:-

l This Direction shall be called “Norms and Procedure for granting
continuation of affiliation to the courses of study conducted at an
affiliated college/institute Direction, 2016.”

2. This Direction shall come into force with effect from the date of its
issuance.

3. In this Direction, unless the context otherwise requires-
a) “Act” means the Maharashtra Universities Act, 1994 ie.

Maharashtra Act No. XXXV of 1994,

b) “Afiiliated college” means a college which has been granted
affiliation by the university,

) “Academic Council” means a council constituted as per
provision made under sub-section (2) of section 29 of the Act,

d) “Institute” means an institute which has been granted affiliation
as being a college.

e} “Teacher” means full time approved professor, associate
proiessor, assistant professor, reader, lecturer, lbrarian,
principal, Deputy or assistant librarian and documentation
officer in the university and college librarian, director or



instructor of physical education in any university department,
conducted, affiliated or autonomous college, autonomous
institution or department or recognized institution in the

university,

f) “University Teacher” means a teacher appointed by the
university.

g) “Local Managing Committee” means a committee constituted for

a college under the provision of the Act.

k) “Management” means trustees or the managing or governing
body, by whatever name called, of any trust registered under
the Bombay Public Trusts Act, 1950 (or any society registered
under the Societies Registration Act, 1860), under the
management of which one or more colleges or recognized
mstitutions or other intuitions are conducted and admitted to

the privileges of the university,

Provided that, in relation to any college or instifution
cstablished or maintained by the Central Government or the State
Government or a local authority like a Zilla Parishad, Municipal
council or municipal corporation, it means, respectively, the Central

Governmerit or the State Government or Zilla Parishador the
municipal council or the municipal corporation, as the case may be:

An Inaguiry Committee may normally consist of the members of the
Academic Council, Management Council, Senate, Principals of colleges
/ Institutes, senior faculty members of the Post Graduate Teaching
Departments of the University/ affiliated colleges / conducted colleges
/ constituent colleges. The committee, to be constituted by the
Academic Council, should have not more than five members out of
wlhiom one shall be a Chairperson. The Chairperson, to be appointed
by the Academic Council, should have not less than 10 years post
graduate/ under graduate teaching experience. Teacher member of an
Inguiry Committee should have not less than seven years of Post-
Graduate /under Graduate teaching experience as a full time
approved /recognized teacher of the college / University, as the case
may be. If it is necessary, the specialist from different educational
research Institutes may also be appointed as a member of an Inquiry
comimnittes without exceeding the prescribed number of the members
of the committee.

An Inquiry Committee for multi-faculty college /Institute should have
members from the concerned, faculties.



An Inquiry Committee for a single faculty college /Institute should, as
far as possible, have members from the different subjects comprised
in the faculty.

An Inquiry Comimittee for women college/Institute conducting single
faculty /multi-facuity courses of study should have at least two
women members

Previous report of the Inquiry Committee is required to be submitted
online by the college/institute while applying for seeking continuation
of affiliation.

Proposals of colleges/institutes shall be placed before the committee
constituted by the Academic Council for proposing the names of
enquiry committee members for each college/institute which shall be
subject Lo the approval of the Academic Council. Appointment letters
to the enguiry committee members shall be sent online, by the
university within the stipulated period of one month of the
constitution of the committees.  Visit of an enquiry committee must
be completed within a period of one month from the date of receipt of
n appointment letter to them. It will be the responsibility of the
college/institute to plan the wvisit of the enquiry committee in
consultation with the chairperson and /or members of the committee.
If the college/institute fails to arrange the visit of the enquiry
committee within the stipulated period, as mentioned above, it will not
be entitled for continuation of affiliation for the ensuing period.
An Inquiry committee will make its assessment on the basis of the
previous enguiry committee report, physical observation of the site
and verification of documents which are placed before it. Marking for
assessmernt may be entered in the evaluation report annexed as
ANNEXTUHRE-I with this Direction.
Recommendatlions regarding grant of continuation of affiliation to the
Academic Council are to be made by the committee taking into
consideration the provisions made under ANNEXURE- 1] annexed with
this Direction.
Both the Annexures must be provided by the university to the
chairpersorn of the committee and the Head of the Institute/ College.

Immediately after the conduct of enquiry, the enquiry committee will
send the evaluation sheet online to the university providing a copy of
the same o the Head of the institute/college. Hard copy of enquiry
committee report duly signed by the chairperson and all the members
shall be submitted to the college section within two days of the visit.
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The enquiry committee report shall be placed before the scrutiny
comimittee/committees to be constituted by the Academic Council
whose recommendations shall be placed before the Academic Council
for consideration and approval without initiating the process of
compliance of the recommendations made by the committee.

This scrutiny comuinittee/committees shall have power to make
recommendations to increase or reduce the period of continuation of
affiliation taking Into consideration the evidences produced by the
college/institute. However, the committee shall record its reasons for
doing so.

i the college Institute fails to acquire the minimum marks for the
continuation of affiliation for consecutive five years, the university will
initiate the process of disaffiliation of the college/ Institute as per the
provisions of the Act.

Upon approval of the recommendations regarding continuation of
aflilation by the Academic Council, 1its decision shall be
communicated to the concerned college/institute on before the
commencement of the next academic session. The college/institute
failing to acquire minimum required marks for continuation of
affiliation shall be immediately communicated not to admit students
to the [irst semester/first year of the course of study in the ensuing
academic session.

If the enquiry committee notices any discrepancies or unfair practices
in the audited financial statement of the college/institute for the
previous three years, the same should be incorporated in the
evaluauon report of the enquiry committee under the title of
recommendation’.

[f the college/institute has any grievance regarding the decision of the
Academic Council communicated to it, it will make an appeal to the
Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor within 15 days of receipt of the decision.
Hor’ble Vice-Chancellor will then take suitable action on the appeal
subject to approval of the Academic Council.

The enquiry committee chairperson /members shall be entitled to the
Traveling allowance and Daily allowance as per university rules from
the university on submission of the hard copy of report to the
university.
