THE NORMS AND PROCEDURE FOR CONDUCTING ACADEMIC AUDIT FOR
GRANTING CONTINUATION OF AFFILIATION TO THE COLLEGES/INSTITUTIONS,
COURSES, SUBJECTS, FACULTIES, DIVISIONS OR SATELLITE CENTRES,
DIRECTION 2020.

Whereas, the Maharashtra Public Universities Act, 2016 (Maharashtra Act No. Vi
of 2017 ) (hereinafter referred to as the “Act’) has come into force with effect from 1%t
March 2017 and the same has been made applicable to the
RashtrasantTukadojiMaharaj Nagpur University (hereinafter “the U'niversity”)

AND

Whereas, the colleges and institutions affiliated t¢ the University are required to
seek continuation of their affiliation as well as continuation of affiliation of their courses,
subjects, faculties, divisions or the satellite centers, on periodical basis, under section

114 of the Act;

AND

Whereas, the continuation of affiliation is required to be through the system of
academic audit carried out by an “Academic Audit Commiitee” as contempiated by the
provisions of clauses (j) and (k) of section 37 of the Act, dealing with the powers and
duties of the Board of Deans, necessitating the establishment of the system of
academic audit in the University as an integral part of the process of continuation of

affiiiation;

AND



Whereas, the Act is silent on the aspect of parameters for conduct of academic
audit of the affiliated colleges but the University had issued Direction No. 6 of 2016
laying down the norms for conduct of academic audit of the affiliated colieges and now
since the said Direction has lapsed by virtue of the provision of proviso to section 12(8)
of the Act it is desirable that those norms are adopted for the purpose of conduct of

academic audits of the affiliated colleges for continuation of their affiliation;
AND

Whereas, as per the provisions of clause (m) of sub-secticn (1) of section 33 of
the Act the Academic Council of the University is the competent body to prescribe
norms for granting affiliation as well as continuation of affiliation of the colleges and
whereas the norms decided by the Academic Council of the University were

incorporated in Direction No. 8 of 2018 (since lapsed);
AND

Whereas, since in the scheme of the Act, to be deciphered from reading of
various provisions of the Act, especially the provisions of sections 114, 110, 33 and 37,
academic audit is an integral part of the process for deciding grant of continuation of
affiliation to the colleges and institutions and their courses, subjects, divisions and the
satellite centre the norms for granting continuation of affiliation in force becomes the

norms for academic audit with some additional parameters;
AND

Whereas, the Management Council of the University in its meeting dt. 02/07/2020
vide item no. 15 has taken the decision that the purpose of the system of academic and
administrative audit of the colleges shall be confined to grant of affiliation of the colleges

to the University only and that the same shall not lead to award of any grade to the

colleges;

AND



Whereas, the High Court of Bombay, Nagpur Bench in Writ Petition No. 56 of
2015 had passed an order on 16-08-2017 whereby the norms under NCTE Regulations
2014 were required to be borne in mind by the University while granting continuation of
affiliation to the Colleges and institutions conducting the B.Ed; B.P.Ed; M.Ed; and
M.P.Ed. courses;

AND

Whereas, incorporating the norms under NCTE Reguiations of 2014 Direction
No. 8 of 2018 was issued by the University in terms of the decision of the Board of
Deans in its meeting dated 06.04.2018 in this regard;

AND

Whereas, Direction No. 8 of 2018 entitled “Norms and Procedure for grant of
Continuation of Affiliation to the Colleges/Institutions, Courses, Subjects, Faculties,
Divisions or Satellite Centres, Direction, 2018.” which was issued by the University
replacing Direction No. 6 of 2016 entitled “Norms and Procedure for grant of
Continuation of Affiliation to the Colleges/Institution, Courses, Subjects, Facuities,
Divisions or Satellite Centres Direction, 2018", has lapsed by virfue of proviso to
subsection (8) of section 12 of the Act as the said Direction could not be converted in to
a Statute within the prescribed time and since Statute making is a time consuming
process and there is an urgency of starting the process for grant of continuation of
affiliation to colleges/institutions and their courses, subjects, faculties, divisions or
satellite centres;

Now, therefore, | Dr. Subhash R. Chaudhari, Vice-Chancellor,
RashtrasantTukadojiMaharaj Nagpur University, Nagpur, being satisfied about the
exigency to issue a comprehensive single Direction incorporating the norms of
academic audit and grant of continuation of affiliation which were prescribed by the
University vide Directions no. 6 of 2016 and 8 of 2018 respectively, both since lapsed,in
exercise of the powers vested in me under provision of sub-section (8) of section 12 of

the Act, do hereby issue following Directions;



This Direction shall be called “THE NORMS AND PROCEDURE FOR
CONDUCTING ACADEMIC AUDIT FOR GRANTING CONTINUATION OF
AFFILIATION TO THE COLLEGES/INSTITUTIONS, COURSES, SUBJECTS,
FACULTIES, DIVISIONS OR SATELLITE CENTERS, DIRECTION, 2020;

This Direction shall come into force with effect from the date of its issuance;
in this Direction, unless the context otherwise requires —

a) “‘Academic Audit Committee” means an Academic Audit Committee

constituted under this Direction.

b) ‘Academic Council” means a council constituted as per provision made
under sub-section (3) of section 32 of the Act.

c) “Act” means the Maharashtra Public Universities Act, 2016 i.e.
Maharashtra Act No.VI of 2017.

d) “‘Affiliated College” means a college which has been granted affiliation by
the University; |

e) “‘Board of Deans” means the Board of Deans as constituted under section
37 of the Maharashtra Public Universities Act 2016.

f) “‘College Development Committee” Means the college development
committee constituted under section 97 of the Act.

g “Institution” means an academic institution of higher learning not being a
college, associated with and admitted to the privileges of the university;

h) “Management” means trustees or the managing or governing body, by

whatever name called, of and trust registered under the Bombay Public
Trusts Act or any society registered under the Societies Registration Act;
1860 or a company registered under section 8 of the companies Act, 2013
(As amended from time to time) under the management of which one or
more colleges or recognized institutions or other institutions of higher
learning are conducted and admitted to the privileges of the University;

Provided that, in relation to any college or institution established or
maintained by the Central Government or the State Government or a local
authority like a ZillaParishad, Municipal Councii or Municipal Corporation,
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it means, respectively, the Central Government or the State Government
or ZillaParishad or the Municipal Council or the Municipai Corporation as
the case may be.

i) “Professional Courses” means the courses which are governed by the
regulations framed by the Apical Regulating Bodies such as, AICTE,
NCTE, PCI, and BCI.

i) “Non professional Courses” means the courses other than the
professional courses.

k) “Teacher” means full time approved Professor, Associate Professor,
Assistant Professor, Reader, Lecturer, Librarian, Principal, Director of an
Institution, Director of Knowledge Resources Centre, Director of Centre of
Lifelong Learning and Extension, Deputy or Assistant Librarian in the
University, College Librarian, Director or Instructor of Physical Education
in anyUniversity department, conducted, affiliated or autonomous coliege,

autonomous institution or department or recognized institution of the

university.
1) ‘University” means RashtrasantTukadojiMaharaj Nagpur University,
Nagpur.
m} “University Teacher’ means a full time teacher appointed by the university.
ny “Verification Committee” means a committee appointed for physical

verification of the information submitted by the collegefinstitution seeking

continuation of affiliation under this Direction.

There shall be a faculty wise Academic Audit Committee to be constituted by the
Vice Chancellor to conduct Academic Audit for granting continuation of affiliation
to colleges/ institutions,courses, subjects, faculties, divisions or satellite

centers,which are affiliated to the University, under section 114 of the Act.
The Academic Audit Committee shall consist of following members.

i, Chairman - A senior or retired Professor /Principal/Director of the
University/affiliated college/institution. He should belong to the faculty for which

the committee is to be constituted.

ii. Three external members who shall not be below the rank of Associate
professors from other university(ies) or its affiliated colleges/institutions
accredited with minimum “B+ or equivalent” grade by an accreditating agency.
Such a person should preferably have experience of working as a member of
NAAC peer team.

iii. Three internal members who shall not be below the rank of Associate
professors belonging to the University or its affiliated colleges/institutions
accredited with minimum “B+ or equivalent” grade by an accreditating agency.
Such a person should preferably have experience of working as a member of
NAAC peer team.

iv. The Deputy Registrar of the college development section shall render his/her

services as Secretary of the committee(s).

The tenure of members of the Academic Audit committee including its chairman
shall be for a period of three years from the date of their appointment. A member
may, however, resign- by giving adequate notice to the Vice-Chancellor. The
vacancy arising due to resignation, death, retirement, removal or for any other
reason may be filled by the Vice-Chancellor by appointing a person possessing
similar gqualifications. The person so appointed shall hold the post for the period
for which the member/chairman would have held it had he/she not vacated the

post.

The Vice-Chancellor may remove any member, including the Chairman for any
misconduct in performance of the duty, failure to attend the meetings of the
committee and diligently perform his/her duties or for any other similar reason.

The external and internal members of the committee shall hold their office so
long as they are in the service. They shall be vacating the office automatically on
ceasing to be in service of the University/College/Institution, for whatever reason

including retirement from service.

The T.A/D.A shall be payable as per governing rules of the University. The
honorarium payable to the Chairman and members of the committee shall be as
may be decided by the Management Council of the University from time to time.

The secretary of the Academic Audit committee shall in consultation with
Chairman of the committee convene the meeting of the committee. The
committees shall work on day to day basis till the task of academic audit of all the
colleges and institutions in the concerned faculty is completed. The committee is
expected to work at the meeting of the committee from 11a.m. to 5 p.m., as time

is the essence of the matter.

For valid transaction of the business in any meeting of the Audit Committee

minimum three members including the chairman shall remain present.

When the Chairperson is absent, the members present shall nominate a person

from amongst themselves to preside at the meeting.

In order to aid and assist the Academic Audit committee to perform its
responsibilities under this Direction there shall be constituted adequate number
of Verification Commitiees. The Verification Committee shall consist of teachers
of the university or affiliated colleges or institutes. The committee should have
not more than five members out of whom one shall be a Chairperson. The
Chairperson, to be appointed should have not less than 10 years teaching
experience. The other members of the committee should have not less than
seven years of teaching experience. All the members of the committees shall be
full time approved/recognized teachers of the university or the affiliated
collegefinstitute, as the case may be. If it is necessary, the specialist from
different educational research institutions may also be included in the committee,
without exceeding the prescribed number of the members of the committee. A
person who is appointed as Chairman or Member of an Audit Committee shall

not be appointed as a Chairperson or member of a Verification committee.

The  Verification Committee for a  multi-faculty  college/institution
shall, include, as far as possible, members representing all faculties of the

applicant college/institute.,

The Verification Committee for a single facuity college/institution should, as far as
possible, have members from the different subjects comprised in the said faculty;

The Verification Committee for women collegefinstitution conducting single

faculty/multi faculty courses of study should have at least two women members.

The responsibility of the Verification Committee shall be to carry out physical
verification of all the information submitted by the collegefinstitution seeking
academic audit and continuation of affiliation through its application. In case
discrepancies are observed by the committee the same shall be distinctly

incorporated in its report.

The Verification Committee shall be under legal obligation to maintain
confidentiality of the information regarding the college/institution gathered by it In

the Course of its proceedings.

The Chairperson and members of the Verification committee shall be individually
and collectively liable for the suitable disciplinary action for negligence in

performance of their duties under this direction.
Objectives of Academic Audit:-

In addition to being a tool for determining the eligibility of a college or an
institution for grant of continuation to its affiliation to the University. The system of
academic audit can also serve the purpose of helping the University in taking
appropriate measures for implementation of academic norms prescribed by the
University, State & Central Government, University Grants Commission,
Professional and othef regulatory bodies established by law and thereby bring
improvement in quality of higher education. Academic Audit can contribute

towards quality assurance and gquality enhancement processes that enable



improvement in student engagement, experience and learning outcomes offered

by affiliated colleges/institutions.
8. Methodology for academic audit and grant of continuation of affiliation.

8.1 A collegefinstitution due for continuation of the affiliation shall submit online
application for Academic Audit and continuation of affiliation in the prescribed format
(Annexure-l) along with proof of payment of the prescribed application fee within the
time specified by the University. The applicant collegefinstitution shall upload on the link
provided to the college/institution a Self-study report (SSR) in the format as given in
Annexure -l to this Direction. The applicant college/institution shall also submittwo sets
of hard copies of the application and SSR along with copies of the necessary supporting
documents along with an affidavit in the prescribed form (Annexure — i) on a stamp
paper of hundred rupees by the Principal/Director of the college/institution. Submitting a
false affidavit by the Principal/Director in addition to making him/her liable under any
other law of the land may also entitle the university to withdraw the approval of such
principal /Director andfor impose penaliy on the defaulting management of such

college/institution, as may be prescribed from time to time.
8.2 The fee structure for the Academic Audit application shali be as follows:

a. For colleges having only non professional courses : 10,000/~ (Ten Thousand

Rupees only)

b. For Colleges having only professional courses (Excluding Education colleges
and law colleges) : 30,000/~ (Thirty thousand rupees only)

c. For Education colleges and lfaw colleges : 15,000/- (Fifteen thousand rupees

only)

d. For Colleges having both professional and non professional courses ; 30,000/-

{Thirty thousand rupees only)

e. Fee for delayed submission of application (Late fee):

i. For colleges having only non profession Courses including Education and Law
Colleges: 1,000/- (One Thousand Rupees ) per month after last day of
application or any part thereof.

ii. For Colleges having professional and non professional courses or only
professional courses: 5,000/- (Five Thousand Rupees ) per month after last

day of application or any part thereof.

After receipt of the applications for Academic audit and grant of continuation of
affiiation from the colleges/institutes the Pro- Vice-Chancellor shall appoint

adequate number of verification committee/s.

Appointment letters to the verification committee members and Chairperson shall
be sent online, by the university immediately after the constitution of the
committees. The information about the constitution of the verification committee
shall simultaneously be sent to the concerned applicant collegefinstitution. 1t will
be the responsibility of the college/institution to plan the visit of the Verification
committee in consuitation with the Chairperson and/or members of the committee
within the stipulated period of one month from the date of receipt of information
regarding constitution of a verification committee for the said collegefinstitute. If
the college/institution fails to arrange the visit of the committee within the
stipulated period, as mentioned above, its application shall not be processed by
the University and college/institution shall be solely liable for afl the

consequences arising out of that.

The secretary of the Academy Audit committee shall provide a file containing
copy of application and SSR report submitted by the applicant college/institution
to the chairman of verification committee for verification of the information
contained therein. The concerned college/institution shall provide copies of the

same fo the visiting members of the committee at the time of the visit,

The verification Committee shall prepare and submit it's report on the basis of
physical verification of the infrastructure and other documentary information
submitted to the University by the concerned college/institution. The verification

report shall be submitted by the committee online in the format as given under
Annexure -V A to Annexure — IV F, whichever is applicable, to this Direction.
The Committee shall also provide a hard copy of the online verification report to
the head of the institution/college. In addition to this online verification report a
separate report should also be prepared regarding the verification of information
supplied in SSR in the format given in Annexure V (Verification Committee
Report Generated online), the copy of same shaill also be given to the
Principal/Director of the concerned college/institution. Hard copy of the reports
duty signed by the Chairperson and the members shall be submitted to the

college development section of the university within two days of the visit.

The Secretary of the Academic audit commitiee shall in consultation with the
Chairman of the Commiftee convene the meeting of the committee on a suitable
date and time, after the reports of the verification committees have been
received, in respect of the colleges/institutions of the concerned faculty. All the
verification reports received by the University shall be placed before the

concerned Academic Audit committee.

Based on the marks secured by the college/institution in vesrification report and
also taking in to consideration other relevant factors mentioned in SSR, the
academic audit committee shall decide about grant of continuation of affiliation or
otherwise to a collegefinstitution. A college/institution securing 151 and more
marks may be eligible for grant of continuation of affiliation for three academic
years, a college/institution securing 121 to 150 marks may be eligible for grant of
continuation of affiliation for two academic years and a college securing 70 to
120 rmarks may be eligible for grant of continuation of affiliation for one academic
year only. A college securing less than 70 marks shall not be eligible for grant of
continuation of affiliation. The Audit committee shall also take in to consideration
the information provided in the SSR and aiso the report of verification committee

in this regard.

The Academic Audit committee/committees shall have the power to modify the

report of the verification committee/s, taking into consideration the evidence on

record, and if necessary, developments subsequent to the visit of the verification
committee as reflected in the documents submitted by any college/institution.
The decision of the audit committee with respect to grant of continuation of
affiliation, whether there is modification in the report of the verification committee

or not, shall be promptly intimated to the concerned college/institution.

11.2 A college/institution aggrieved by the recommendation of the Academic Audit

Committee may make a representation to the University within a period of ten

days from the date of receipt of communication.

The Secretary of the Academic Audit Committee shall prepare minutes of the
meetings of the Academic Audit Committee and get the minutes approved by the
committee. The approved minutes along with the representations received from
any college/institution against the decisions of the Academic Audit Committee with
respect {o grant of continuation of affiliation shall be place before Board of Deans
as soon as possible. The Board of Deans shall have the power to modify the
decision(s) of Academic Audit Committee with respect to grant of continuation of
affiliation to a collegefinstitution taking into consideration the representation
received from the aggrieved collegefinstitution. The Board of Deans may give

hearing to the concerned aggrieved college/institution, if it finds it necessary.

The decision of the Board of Deans with respect to grant of continuation of
affiliation shall be placed before the Academic Council of the University. The
decisions of the Academic Council shall be intimated to all the concerned

colleges/institutions and also displayed on the website of the University,

The entire exercise with respect to academic audit leading to the grant of
continuation of affiliation, shall be conducted in such a manner and within such a
period that the list of the colleges/institutions with the faculties, courses and satellite
centres are notified well in advance before the beginning of the academic session
and admission of the students. The university shall also publish on its website the
list of the colleges/institutes and the programs which are denied continuation of

affiliation by the University.
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15. An applicant college which has been denied continuation of affiliation may apply to
the Grievance Redressal Committee constituted by the Academic Council of the
University for reconsideration of the decision regarding denial of continuation of the
affiliation, on the ground of developments which have taken place subsequent to
the decision of the Academic Council. Such application, however, cannot be
entertained after last date for admission of students notified by the University. The

Grievance Redressal Committee shall comprise of;
a. Vice-Chancellor —Chairman

b. Four Academic Councilors who are either Professors or Principals with minimum 15
years of technical experience.

c. Deputy Registrar of College Development section — Secretary.
The decision of the Grievance Redressal Commiitee shall be final and binding.

16. In the event of any difficulty arising out of interpretation/implementation of provisions
of this Direction the matter shall be referred to the Vice Chancellor, who shall have

power to give a ruling which shall be final and binding on all the parties.

7. That the services of all teaching and non-teaching employees and the facilities of the college to be
affiliated shall be made available for conducting examinations and for promoting other activities of
the University;

8. That the directions, and orders issued by the Chancellor, Vice-Chancellor and other Officers of the
University in exercise of the powers, conferred on them under the provisions of the Act, Statutes,
Ordinances and Regulations shall be complied with ;

9. That there shall be no change or transfer of the management without prior permission of the
University;

10. That the college or institution shall not be closed without prior permission of the University;

11. That in the event of disaffiliation or de recognition or closure of the college or institution under

Section 121 all the assets of the college or institution including building and equipment which have
been constructed or created out of the amount paid as a grant-in-aid by the State Government or the
University Grants Commission shall vest in the State Government.
